[bookmark: _Hlk165367516]The School for Social Entrepreneurs have opened applications to the Go! London Match. Trade. Grow programme.

Funded by the Go! London Partnership and delivered by the School for Social Entrepreneurs, Match. Trade. Grow will support not-for-profit organisations and social enterprises aiming to engage young people through physical activity and sport, particularly those from underserved communities.

Go! London Match. Trade. Grow is a combination of 12 months of learning support worth over £11,000, and a Match Trading™ grant of up to £25,000.

The deadline to apply for the programme is 1pm Tuesday 14th January 2025.

What is Match Trading and how does it work? 
Match Trading, first introduced by the School of Social Entrepreneurs, is an entrepreneurial approach that matches the income generated through trading activities pound-for-pound up to a specified limit. 
This alternative to grant making incentivises organisations to diversify their revenue streams — whether through facility rentals, merchandise sales, or other ventures. Match Trading helps build long-term financial sustainability.  

Organisations on Go! London’s Match. Trade. Grow will be expected to invest in activities that support trading growth - from staff development to marketing and product piloting - but with the clear goal of increasing access to sports for young people, particularly those from underserved communities. Match trading may be received against income generated through direct sports-related activities, such as contracts with schools or local authorities, or through unrelated ventures like catering or merchandise, with profits used to support youth sports initiatives. 

Example A: You are a community boxing club looking to develop, produce, and sell T-shirts, so that you can use the profits to hire more boxing coaches and deliver more boxing classes to young people. You apply and are awarded a Match Trading grant of £25,000. You will receive 20% of the grant (£5,000) upfront, to produce and order the T-shirts. For each T-shirt you sell, the Match Trade Grow grant will match the increase in trading income pound-for-pound, up to the remaining value of the grant - £20,000. 

Example B: You are a small community dance group looking to put on a ticketed show as a way to raise income to increase teacher capacity. You apply and receive a Match Trading grant of £15,000. You receive 20% of the grant (£3,000) upfront, which you use to hire a theatre space and promote the event. For each ticket you sell, the Match Trade Grow grant will match the increase in trading income pound-for-pound, up to the remaining value of the grant - £12,000.

On offer is a Match Trading grant of up to £25,000 combined with learning support worth over £11,000. This includes eight days of learning and study visits tailored to the group’s specific needs. Expert witness sessions and peer group ‘action learning’ will help participants gain the skills, knowledge, and confidence to expand their trading activity and develop their leadership capacity.
